Doe Tree Care Service to Participate in 

Arbor Day of Service April 27, 2012

Doe’s Town, Mass.— The Massachusetts Arborists Association (MAA) announced a new volunteer initiative called Arbor Day of Service.   MAA President Mike Lueders, MCA, said that the new program will “build on the success of our association’s traditional celebration by creating a state-wide volunteer service day on Arbor Day, Friday, April 27, 2012.”

Since 1979, MAA members have come together annually, as a group, to provide much needed tree care at non-profit sites throughout the Commonwealth.  Many historically significant sites have benefited from 30 years of MAA volunteerism including The Boston Common, Pilgrim Memorial Park in Plymouth, MA, Castle Hill in Essex, MA and most recently Minuteman National Park in Concord, MA.  

The new Arbor Day of Service initiative will allow MAA members to donate professional arboriculture services such as tree planting, safety pruning and hazard tree removal that will directly benefit their own communities.

John Doe of Doe’s Tree Service in Doe’s Town, Mass. was among the first people to sign up. “Our company will be pruning and planting trees at the Doe Town Elementary School on April 27,” he said. “This will be a great way for us to give back to Doe’s Town while other tree care companies across Massachusetts are doing the same thing in their home town on the same day.”

“The MAA’s membership includes more than 600 professional arborists,” said Dick Stoner, MCA, 2010 Arbor Day Committee co-chairman.  “In these days of deep municipal budget cuts, the organization hopes to make a real difference in our members’ own home towns.”
